Part of our skills development dream is to start
a “Bakery Training Centre” at Lesedi la Batho
Community Centre.

Exciting news is that we visited Siyabonga
Africa, with Adv Krause Venter from The Kairos
Foundation, to look at their Mini Bakery Project.
We are very excited as we have a tentative date of the 3™ of August to start with our first ten women
from the community to be trained in the art of Bread Baking and Basic Business Management. Our
ongoing training will also include an in-depth life skills focus to strengthen these women emotionally
and spiritually. Right now we need to renovate the hall to install the Gas Operated Bread Ovens and
have everything ready before the 3™. Our preparation costs just to get everything ready will be about
R54 000. The week of training including one oven, a table, one mixer and all the ingredients for the
training will be another R50 000.

These six ladies joined the 8 ladies from House Esther and House
Elizabeth to learn specific skills from Maryke and their enthusiasm was so
touching. They are just some of the women whose lives could be forever
changed by our new bakery training. In our next newsletter, | believe we




will be able to share with you another miracle of God'’s faithfulness to make all of this a reality. We
want to say thank you to U-SA Cares for Life for assisting us in buying the first ovens for the skills
development. Your hearts bless us, as you are always first in line to assist us with a new project.

Renovation of lesedi la batho community centre by South African
Breweries - By Pule Pule — Cluster Care

SAB Rosslyn Branch offered to renovate the Lesedi La Batho
Community Care Centre in Mabopane and this was done from the
25" February — 10™ March 2008. There were 135 staff members that
volunteered (Males and Females). They were divided into groups and
there was 15 —20 Volunteers per day. The Volunteers did great work
by painting the Cluster Care Centre, HIV & Aids Education Centre,
Counselling Centre, Store Room and the Early Learning Centre,
renovating Lesedi’'s kitchen, replacing the carpets, repairing the
ceiling in all the rooms and painted the outside burglar bars at the
play area as well as painting the equipment in the playground of the Early Learning Centre

They also planted a small vegetable garden. The staff members were rather fascinated by children at
both Libra Nursery and Day Care and donated toys for the babies as well as ironing board.

They are still going to do electrical repairs as well as donate
mattresses to the Early Learning Centre, as well as other things.

The Lesedi Management was delighted about the SAB contribution
towards the development of children and their efforts to change the
destiny of children.
